The Chapel of the Cross was founded by Margaret Johnstone as the Annandale Plantation 
church in 1848.  It was consecrated by Bishop William Mercer Green on September 19, 1852 
and placed on the National Register of Historic places in 1972. 
 
In addition to hosting one of the oldest standing churches in Mississippi, the Chapel is also 
steward to a historic churchyard, where the members of the Johnstone family rest in peace, 
along with parishioners, friends, and travelers with fascinating stories. 
 
The Chapel of the Resurrection was born out of the need for a larger space as the historic 
Chapel of the Cross was too small for the entire congregation to worship together.  Ground was 
broken on Palm Sunday 2019 and the Chapel of the Resurrection was completed in November 
2020.  The first service was held on February 7, 2021 and it was consecrated by Bishop Brian 
Seage on May 16, 2021. 

Join us on Sunday!  We are not only a local landmark but a welcoming and growing 21st-
century congregation!  Children and families are loved at the Chapel, and we pride ourselves on 
excellent ministries for all our members and community.  If you are looking for a church home, 
we’d love to welcome you.
